Development funding applications are assessed twice yearly; the deadlines are as follows:

30th October (17:00 GMT)

The applicant on this form should hold the rights to or be in the process of securing the rights for the project presented, and would ordinarily be the producer of the project, though we may, in special circumstances, support projects without a producer attached.
We receive in excess of 100 applications for development funding a year, and make an average of 10-12 development awards. Please allow adequate time to complete this form in consultation with your team and check it over carefully before submitting; ensure that you clearly represent the project creatively and commercially, and that all information is accurate at the time of submitting. Incomplete applications will not be progressed.
